Nominal: English Presentation Award abbreviated as EPA of the Japanese Tissue
Culture Association (JTCA).

Purpose: To encourage the JTCA members to present research achievement in
English with the aim of transmitting JTCA activities internationally.

Candidate: Must be a member of JTCA and a first author of the oral presentation
in the annual meeting of JTCA. Abstract should be written in English and
presentation as well. Previous awardees are precluded.

Application: Specify the request of nomination at the time of abstract application.
One application per each author.

Discretion: The relevant meeting president is responsible.

Commendation: Awardees are announced at the general meeting of the annual
meeting and sent an award certificate and an extra prize.

Revision of the criteria: Executive members of JTCA are responsible.

Supplement: This criteria is enforced at January, 2016
